"You shall put them in one basket, and present them in the 

basket along with the bull and the two rams. (Continued...)

"Then you shall bring Aaron and his sons to the doorway of  

the tent of  meeting and wash them with water. "You shall 

take the garments, and put on Aaron the tunic and the robe 

of  the ephod and the ephod and the breastpiece, and gird 

him with the skillfully woven band of  the ephod; and you 

shall set the turban on his head and put the holy crown on 

the turban. "Then you shall take the anointing oil and pour 

it on his head and anoint him. (Continued...)



Spiritual Bread

"You shall bring his sons and put tunics on them. "You shall 

gird them with sashes, Aaron and his sons, and bind caps 

on them, and they shall have the priesthood by a perpetual 

statute. So you shall ordain Aaron and his sons.



Spiritual Bread

Exodus 29:31-34
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

"You shall take the ram of  ordination and boil its flesh in a 

holy place. "Aaron and his sons shall eat the flesh of the 

ram and the bread that is in the basket, at the doorway of  

the tent of  meeting. "Thus they shall eat those things by 

which atonement was made at their ordination and 

consecration; but a layman shall not eat them, because they 

are holy. "If  any of  the flesh of  ordination or any of  the 

bread remains until morning, then you shall burn the 

remainder with fire; (Continued...)

it shall not be eaten, because it is holy.



Spiritual Bread

Exodus 30:1-5
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

"Moreover, you shall make an altar as a place for burning 

incense; you shall make it of  acacia wood. "Its length shall 

be a cubit, and its width a cubit, it shall be square, and its 

height shall be two cubits; its horns shall be of  one piece 

with it. "You shall overlay it with pure gold, its top and its 

sides all around, and its horns; and you shall make a gold 

molding all around for it. "You shall make two gold rings 

for it under its molding; (Continued...)



Spiritual Bread

you shall make them on its two side walls--on opposite 

sides--and they shall be holders for poles with which to 

carry it. "You shall make the poles of  acacia wood and 

overlay them with gold.



Spiritual Bread

Hebrews 9:6-10
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

Now when these things have been so prepared, the priests 

are continually entering the outer tabernacle performing 

the divine worship, but into the second, only the high 

priest enters once a year, not without taking blood, which 

he offers for himself  and for the sins of  the people 

committed in ignorance. (Continued...)



Spiritual Bread

The Holy Spirit is signifying this, that the way into the holy 

place has not yet been disclosed while the outer tabernacle 

is still standing, which is a symbol for the present time. 

Accordingly both gifts and sacrifices are offered which 

cannot make the worshiper perfect in conscience, since they 

relate only to food and drink and various washings, 

regulations for the body imposed until a time of  

reformation.



Spiritual Bread

Leviticus 21:17
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

"Speak to Aaron, saying, 'No man of  your offspring 

throughout their generations who has a defect shall 

approach to offer the food of his God.



Spiritual Bread

Leviticus 21:8
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

You shall consecrate him, therefore, for he offers the food 

of your God; he shall be holy to you; for I the LORD, who 

sanctifies you, am holy.



Spiritual Bread

Leviticus 22:25
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

nor shall you accept any such from the hand of  a foreigner 

for offering as the food of your God; for their corruption is 

in them, they have a defect, they shall not be accepted for 

you.'"



Spiritual Bread

Exodus 29:38-42
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

"Now this is what you shall offer on the altar: two one year 

old lambs each day, continuously. "The one lamb you 

shall offer in the morning and the other lamb you shall 

offer at twilight; and there shall be one-tenth of  an ephah 

of  fine flour mixed with one-fourth of  a hin of  beaten oil, 

and one-fourth of  a hin of  wine for a drink offering with 

one lamb. (Continued...)



Spiritual Bread

"The other lamb you shall offer at twilight, and shall offer 

with it the same grain offering and the same drink offering 

as in the morning, for a soothing aroma, an offering by fire 

to the LORD. "It shall be a continual burnt offering 

throughout your generations at the doorway of  the tent of  

meeting before the LORD, where I will meet with you, to 

speak to you there.



Spiritual Bread

Exodus 30:17-29
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

The LORD spoke to Moses, saying, "You shall also make a 

laver of  bronze, with its base of  bronze, for washing; and 

you shall put it between the tent of  meeting and the altar, 

and you shall put water in it. "Aaron and his sons shall 

wash their hands and their feet from it; when they enter the 

tent of  meeting, they shall wash with water, so that they 

will not die; or when they approach the altar to minister, by 

offering up in smoke a fire sacrifice to the LORD. 

(Continued...)

"So they shall wash their hands and their feet, so that they 

will not die; and it shall be a perpetual statute for them, for 

Aaron and his descendants throughout their generations." 

Moreover, the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, "Take also 

for yourself  the finest of spices: (Continued...)



Spiritual Bread

of  flowing myrrh five hundred shekels, and of  fragrant 

cinnamon half  as much, two hundred and fifty, and of  

fragrant cane two hundred and fifty, and of  cassia five 

hundred, according to the shekel of  the sanctuary, and of  

olive oil a hin. "You shall make of  these a holy anointing 

oil, a perfume mixture, the work of  a perfumer; it shall be a 

holy anointing oil. (Continued...)



Spiritual Bread

"With it you shall anoint the tent of  meeting and the ark of  

the testimony, and the table and all its utensils, and the 

lampstand and its utensils, and the altar of  incense, and the 

altar of  burnt offering and all its utensils, and the laver and 

its stand. "You shall also consecrate them, that they may be 

most holy; whatever touches them shall be holy.

And He is the radiance of  His glory and the exact 

representation of  His nature, and upholds all things by the 

word of  His power. When He had made purification of  

sins, He sat down at the right hand of  the Majesty on high, 

having become as much better than the angels, as He has 

inherited a more excellent name than they.

Hebrews 5:1-10
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

For every high priest taken from among men is appointed 

on behalf  of  men in things pertaining to God, in order to 

offer both gifts and sacrifices for sins; he can deal gently 

with the ignorant and misguided, since he himself  also is 

beset with weakness; and because of  it he is obligated to 

offer sacrifices for sins, as for the people, so also for himself. 

And no one takes the honor to himself, but receives it when 

he is called by God, even as Aaron was. (Continued...)



Melchizedekian - The Highest Priesthood (The Priesthood Yeshua Earned)

So also Christ did not glorify Himself  so as to become a 

high priest, but He who said to Him, "YOU ARE MY 

SON, TODAY I HAVE BEGOTTEN YOU"; just as He 

says also in another passage, "YOU ARE A PRIEST 

FOREVER ACCORDING TO THE ORDER OF 

MELCHIZEDEK." In the days of  His flesh, He offered up 

both prayers and supplications with loud crying and tears to 

the One able to save Him from death, and He was heard 

because of  His piety. (Continued...)



Melchizedekian - The Highest Priesthood (The Priesthood Yeshua Earned)

Although He was a Son, He learned obedience from the 

things which He suffered. And having been made perfect, 

He became to all those who obey Him the source of  eternal 

salvation, being designated by God as a high priest 

according to the order of  Melchizedek.

Priests existed before the Levites

Exodus 19:18-24
(NASB, New American Standard Bible)

Now Mount Sinai was all in smoke because the LORD 

descended upon it in fire; and its smoke ascended like the 

smoke of  a furnace, and the whole mountain quaked 

violently. When the sound of  the trumpet grew louder and 

louder, Moses spoke and God answered him with thunder. 

The LORD came down on Mount Sinai, to the top of  the 

mountain; and the LORD called Moses to the top of  the 

mountain, and Moses went up. (Continued...)



Priests existed before the Levites

Then the LORD spoke to Moses, "Go down, warn the 

people, so that they do not break through to the LORD to 

gaze, and many of  them perish. "Also let the priests who 

come near to the LORD consecrate themselves, or else the 

LORD will break out against them."

He 

gave him a tenth of  all.

So the priest shall make atonement on his 

behalf  for his sin.

'" After saying above, "SACRIFICES AND OFFERINGS 

AND WHOLE BURNT OFFERINGS AND sacrifices 

FOR SIN YOU HAVE NOT DESIRED, NOR HAVE 

YOU TAKEN PLEASURE in them" (which are offered 

according to the Law), then He said, "BEHOLD, I HAVE 

COME TO DO YOUR WILL." He takes away the first in 

order to establish the second.

Every priest stands daily ministering and offering time after 

time the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins;

A FOOTSTOOL FOR HIS FEET. For by one offering He 

has perfected for all time those who are sanctified. And the 

Holy Spirit also testifies to us; (Continued...)

for after saying, "THIS IS THE COVENANT THAT I 

WILL MAKE WITH THEM AFTER THOSE DAYS,

of  faith, having our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil 

conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.

REPAY." And again, "THE LORD WILL JUDGE HIS 

PEOPLE." It is a terrifying thing to fall into the hands of  

the living God.

But remember the former days, when, after being 

enlightened, you endured a great conflict of  sufferings, 

partly by being made a public spectacle through reproaches 

and tribulations, and partly by becoming sharers with those 

who were so treated. For you showed sympathy to the 

prisoners and accepted joyfully the seizure of  your property, 

knowing that you have for yourselves a better possession 

and a lasting one.
